IMPORTANT: READ THESE INSTRUCTIONS COMPLETELY BEFORE BEGINNING:
Installation of this camper fie down system is similar for all trock models. However, while the basic

steps are the same, the details vary from truck to truck Read instructions completely and note correct
installation options at each step for the truck on which tiedown are being installed. These instructions
will show installation of one side only. Both sides install identically.

FRONT ANCHOR INSTALLATION

STEP 1 - [Hardware Kif A] Attach both backing {guide) plates to stabilizer bar.
Lising #10 x 34" sheet metal screws. See diagrams below for specific locations.
MNote: The 4 large round holes in guide plate must be to the outer ends of the
assembly at both ends.
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STEP 2 - [
flat head, square shouldered plow bolts through the countersunk hole in frame
brace and securing with flat washer, split lock washer and nut. See diagrams
below for specific locations.

Note: Do not tighten the nuts at this time. They will be tightened at a later step.

STEP 2a - [This step applies only to FM-CG9 & FT-CG9 (CA-CGL) Installation only]
(All others skip to step 3.0 Remove the white backing from the double sided adhesive
strips provided and attach to plastic spacers as shown. Eemove brown backing and
attach plastic spacers to guide plates S F |
and black anchor plates at locations

shown. The adhesive will hold the - b

spacers in place during installation.

STEP 3 - [Hardware Kit B]

Zenter the assembly against front

wall of truck. Select the screw

location (A or B)where the silver/gray
guide plate fits tightest against the
front wall. Drill 2 332" pilot hole for
the sheet metal screw at best
locations. Mote: These screws are
used to hold the assembly in place
while drilling the mounting holes far
the anchor plates. Itis a good idea
to put a piece of wood between the
bed and cab to prevent drill bit from
striking the cab. Generally only one screw per side is needed.
Screwis in position A must be removed at a later step while 2 _
screws in position B may stay in place. r;/ :

IMPORTANT:
On the 1988 - 2000 Chev/ GMC CK Classic series, remove the

frame brace "L" shaped brackets from the guide plate before securing the sheet metal
screws. They will be reattached later.

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LOADING. UNLOADING & LEVELING THE CAMPER

ALWAYS: Keep the camper bottorm within 2" of the truck bed. “While it is important to keep the camper
close to the truck, serious damage and injury can result if the truck "hooks" the camper as you pull from
beneath t. MOYE SLOWLY Il Be Careful.

NEVER: Rely on the centering guide locks to align the camper as you load. Whila they will move the
camper SLIGHTLY side to side, their purpose is to lock the camper in place, on center in the truck once
loaded. Attempting to load when truck to camper alignment is poor can also cause serious damage to
truck bed, wheelwells, tail lights, etc.

ALWAYS: Fememberto remove the turnbuckles prior to raising camper to unload.
NEVER: Attemptto levelthe camper an the truck with the tornbuckles installe d!

ALWAYS: Remove the turmbuckles before leveling the camper. Your jacks were not designed tao lift
bath the truck and camper. Damage to the truck, tiedowns or camper is also likely to occur if the
turnbuckles are not remaved when leveling.

NEVER: Lift the camper completely off the truck to level unless the truck is being moved from beneath
the camper and the camper is being lowered close to the ground. The camper is not stable at that height
and unsafe for oceupancy unless resting on the truck.

ALWAYS: Lower the camper as close to the ground as possible when not on the truck. The closer to the
ground, the more stable the camper becomes.

NEVER: Allow the front of the camper to become lower than the back when loading or unloading. Doing
so shifts a tremendous amount of weight over the front jacks which could cause a dangerously
overloaded situation. Whenever the camper is not an the truck, it is a good idea to keep the front 4"
higher than the back, except when the camper is lowered close to the ground and leveled for accupancy.

NEVER: Leave the camper up in the air on extended jacks. Lowerthe camper as low as possible when
not on the truck.

NEVER: Install iedowns an top of a plastic bed liner. Campers should not be loaded with a plasic bed
linerin place.

STEP 6 - [Hardware Kif B

Hint: The bolts will start easier if prior to inatallation
on truck yvou run the bolta through the threaded holes
inthe anchor plate to clear owt paint.

If installing on Chev/GMC CK Series truck, also
reinstall L frame brace as shown In photo at
bottom of page 1. Once all bolts are started
remove the screwy in position A or B (if used) then
tighten all 4 bolts. Use Longer bolt to attach
guide plate, 'L' bracket, stabilizer bar and black
plate together.

STEP 7 - Set the "L" shaped frame
braces straight up and down with the
foot centered in the bed flute, then
tighten the nuts holding the frame
brace to

MNOTE: Rear anchors are installed in the end of the bumper. There is
no precise mounting location since a varety of bumpers may
be installed. The general guidelines are as follows:

FRONT CENTERING GUIDE LOCK & BUMPER INSTALLATION

STEP 1 - [Harcware Kit E]

Tighten the turnbuckle until
the mark wou made in step 2 draws away from the base of the
harrel by 174", This will set the proper preload on the internal
spring. DO NOT TIGHTEN BEYOND THIS POINT! It will only
Compromise system performance an increase the risk of
damage to system, truck or camper. The turnbuckles can be
easily hand tightened. Use 3 wrench OMLY to tighten and
loozen the jam nut which prevents the turnbuckle from
twisting loose. s & good ides to perodicaily check the
furnbuckies as vouw stop during vour fravels.

REAR TURNBUCKLE INSTALLATION
Unlike the front turnbuckles, the rear turnbuckles do not have an internal spring.
Therefore the installation procedures are slightly different. Rear turnbuckles should
NEVEE beused on the front of the camper.
